Real life examples of: Intersession, Lamentation,  
Confession, Repentance, Gratitude, Praise, Deliver-
ance, and Protection.  We often put prayer into boxes. 
We have preconceived ideas of WHAT to pray, WHEN 
to pray, HOW to pray.  

This Sunday, we will look at some examples of individual prayer, and the nation 
of Israel praying.  As we approach these passages, they may not be marked as 
specific prayers, but as people calling out, crying out, even fussing at God over 
things going on. My hope is that we will be able to see the intense, intimate, 
honesty through which people approached God. There was little, especially early 
in the Bible where the people held formal prayer. Please don’t miss this: the 
prayers of God’s people were instinctual, natural, raw. There was a willingness 
to bare their souls before the Lord with a general understanding that He was 
the solution. The people got off track when they began seeing God as the one  
to provide the solutions. 
Prayer is not our avenue to go and ask God for things or to fix things.  Prayer  
is a conversation with God, through the blood of Christ, empowered by the  
Holy Spirit so that we might grow near enough to God to see that He is the 
solution.
